“O Lorp our Lord, how majestic is your name in all the earth!” Today we celebrate the
holy Trinity. Paul writes that through Jesus we have peace with God, whose love pours
into our hearts through the Holy Spirit, giving us lasting hope. We celebrate the gracious
One-in-Three, eternal Three-in-One, as we worship in community; as we share water and
word, bread and wine; and as we bring God’s love and hope to our neighbors.

First Reading Proverbs 8:1-4, 22-31

In the Bible, wisdom is portrayed in terms sometimes human and sometimes divine.
Often, wisdom is personified as feminine. In this passage, Woman Wisdom is depicted
not only as the first creation of God, but also as God’s helper, rejoicing in God’s creation,

endurance produces character, and
character produces hope, *and hope
does not disappoint us, because God’s
love has been poured into our hearts
through the Holy Spirit that has been
given to us.
