The prayers are prepared locally for each
occasion. The following examples may be
adapted or used as appropriate.

For the leaders of towns, cities, prov-
inces, states, and nations (leaders may
be named), we pray. Guide them to
enact equitable laws and policies for
all. On this Labor/Labour Day week-
end, make us mindful of workers
whose labor often goes unnoticed.
Hear us, O God.

Preparing for Next Week

For the lowly and those who are ig-
nored, we pray. Provide for the needs
of vulnerable communities, those
who are unemployed, burdened by
debt, or struggle to make ends meet.
Accompany all who need reassur-
ance of your loving presence (especial-
ly). Hear us, O God.

Your mercy is great.

For the hospitality ministries of this
congregation, we pray. Give ushers
and greeters a spirit of welcome for
visitors, and bless the work of those
who feed and nourish us (specific min-
istries may be named). Hear us, O God.
Your mercy is great.

Here other intercessions may be offered.

For all the saints who from their la-
bors rest, we give thanks. With them,
we offer our sacrifice of praise to
you, O God, the same yesterday and
today and forever. Hear us, O God.
Your mercy is great.

Confident in God’s presence and
promise, we entrust our prayers to
the one who always receives them;
through Jesus Christ, our wisdom
and companion.

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Second Reading

Hebrews 13:1-8, 15-16

The conclusion of the letter to the Hebrews contains suggestions for the conduct of a
holy life, all of which are shaped by God’s love toward us in Jesus Christ.

Let mutual love continue. *Do not
neglect to show hospitality to strang-
ers, for by doing that some have
entertained angels without know-
ing it. ‘Remember those who are in
prison, as though you were in pris-
on with them; those who are being
tortured, as though you yourselves
were being tortured. *Let marriage
be held in honor by all, and let the
marriage bed be kept undefiled; for
God will judge fornicators and adul-
terers. *Keep your lives free from the
love of money, and be content with
what you have; for he has said, “I will
never leave you or forsake you.” *So
we can say with confidence,

Gospel

“The Lord is my helper;
I will not be afraid.

What can anyone do to me?”

"Remember your leaders, those
who spoke the word of God to you;
consider the outcome of their way
of life, and imitate their faith. *Jesus
Christ is the same yesterday and
today and forever. "Through him,
then, let us continually offer a sac-
rifice of praise to God, that is, the
fruit of lips that confess his name.
Do not neglect to do good and to
share what you have, for such sacri-
fices are pleasing to God.

Luke 14:1, 7-14

Jesus observes guests jockeying for position at the table. He uses the opportunity to
teach his hearers to choose humility rather than self-exaltation. Jesus also makes an
appeal for hosts to imitate God’s gracious hospitality to those in need.

On one occasion when Jesus was
going to the house of a leader of the
Pharisees to eat a meal on the sab-
bath, they were watching him closely.

"When he noticed how the guests
chose the places of honor, he told
them a parable. **When you are in-
vited by someone to a wedding ban-
quet, do not sit down at the place
of honor, in case someone more
distinguished than you has been
invited by your host; “and the host
who invited both of you may come
and say to you, ‘Give this person
your place,’ and then in disgrace you
would start to take the lowest place.
""But when you are invited, go and
sit down at the lowest place, so that
when your host comes, he may say to

you, ‘Friend, move up higher’; then
you will be honored in the presence
of all who sit at the table with you.
"For all who exalt themselves will
be humbled, and those who humble
themselves will be exalted.”

?He said also to the one who had
invited him, “When you give a lun-
cheon or a dinner, do not invite your
friends or your brothers or your rela-
tives or rich neighbors, in case they
may invite you in return, and you
would be repaid. "But when you
give a banquet, invite the poor, the
crippled, the lame, and the blind.
“And you will be blessed, because
they cannot repay you, for you will
be repaid at the resurrection of the
righteous.”
